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Virginia-based Indus Corp., an information technologies services provider for the military, has opened a regional office with more than 50 employees in Port San Antonio.

The firm provides IT services for government civilian, defense, homeland security and intelligence organizations. In a telephone interview, director of defense information systems Ted Milone said the privately held firm is transferring more than 50 of its employees in launching the regional office, located at 201 Paul Wagner Road at the Port San Antonio industrial park that once housed Kelly Air Force Base.

“We see San Antonio as being very important to the future of the Air Force,” said Milone, who is among the Indus employees at Silver Springs, Md. making the transfer. “We have found a need to expand and have hopes for significant growth.”

Milone said recent action by the Base Realignment and Closure Commission — specifically the transfer of several key functions benefiting the local economy given its consequent influx of more than 10,000 military families — alerted the company of a need to be close to some of its existing military clients. Moreover, the firm is intent on pursuing BRAC-fueled work, setting its sights on landing the small business component of a $960 million Air Force contract dubbed NETCENTS 2 now up for bid.

“That's one of the biggest draws,” Milone said, positing the coveted contract as a major incentive to open the regional Port SA office. “The draw is the large Air Force presence, specifically cyber command, but specifically our pursuit of NETCENTS 2.”

The firm also aims to service existing clients from its Port SA base, including consolidated Air Force helpdesk services — dubbed the Air Fore Enterprise Service Desk — with local Texas offices augmenting its counterparts in Germany, Alabama and Hawaii, Milone said. The company is a subcontractor in servicing that function, “&hellipa vehicle the Air Force is putting into mandatory use,” he said of the help desk function.

Milone added the company hopes to pursue more work servicing the Department of Defense, one of the agencies making transfers to San Antonio as part of BRAC:

“You cannot provide a large contract with DoD without having a small business component.”

Port San Antonio president and CEO Bruce Miller noted Indus exemplifies the ideal industrial park tenant.
